7.2 Best Practices
· The college conducts a Student Welfare Scheme as a part of extension activity. To provide support to the deserving and economically disadvantaged students through the ‘Late Shri Rajpal Kapoor Foundation Scheme’. This year total INR 3,19,500 has been collected. The collected amount has been distributed to around 90 students.
·  The college has taken initiative for collecting plastic waste-”MLP Waste” and providing awareness among students to avoid plastic use. The Goal: 
As an initiating step for the Foundation, a unique and novel scheme, titled; “STUDENT WELFARE SCHEME”, was launched. Under the chairmanship of Principal Sir, Dr. Ajay Bhamare a committee, comprising; Mr. Padmakar Mane, Mr. Prabol Gupta, Mr. Daniel Shankori, Mr. Shailesh Nagada, Mrs. Sunita Bhamre, Mrs. Chandrakala Shrivastava, Mr. Satish Narayanan, Mr. Uday Shetty and Mr. Basutkar Tirupati, was constituted to decide on modalities of the scheme.  From among the many alternatives presented, the committee narrowed down to granting scholarship to needy students, as an activity to be carried out under the Students Welfare Scheme. Foundations’ call for donation as a means to finance the student welfare scheme received an overwhelming response, from college staff and external philanthropists 
Title of the Practice
“STUDENT WELFARE SCHEME”
Objectives of the Practice
The objective behind this program is to help financially weak students and candidates from financially weak background. This helps the students in their educational growth. The scholarship is awarded not only on the basis of need but also on the basis of merit where priority is given to those students who have not received any benefit from any other scholarship/ freeship/ financial aid. The intention is to help genuinely needy students in best way possible.
The Context
The college informs students about the scheme through prospectus, circulars and notice which is displayed on the notice boards at a common place of contact. The college prospectus has an application form for the same. Students from economically weak background and are deserving receive the scholarship.
The Practice
The selection committee scrutinizes the applications and the selected students are called up for the interview.The main challenge is the outreach as even after providing information repeatedly and sufficient publicity the deserving needy students have an awkwardness in approaching the committee members. Hence they approach the committee later which causes a delay in the collection of documents. 
Evidence of success
The committee observed that the beneficiary students tend to be regular in studies and also in co- curricular activities and there was a behavioral change as they consider themselves as a responsible citizen. The students have been working harder and taking efforts for getting the scholarship every year. The mission of the committee is to have maximum beneficiaries every year.
Outcome of the activity: 
By  this activity total beneficiary students were  90, 87 of which received an amount per student  Rs. 3,500 and 3 students received an amount of Rs.5,000 
Total Amount Disbursed is Rs. 3,19,500.

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Multi -Layered Plastic Waste Collection
2021-22

Plastic Pollution is a serious environmental, social, economic, and health problem. We eat, drink and breathe microplastics every day. These small plastic particles may harm our health once they have entered our bodies.
MLP is one of the most popular packaging materials for fast-moving consumer goods (FMCG) and packaged food. MLPs are single-use plastics because they are used once and discarded. The current Indian government is aspiring to phase out single-use plastic. MLP used in food packaging accounts for 40 percent of global plastic waste.
Plastics with multilayered materials (aluminum, plastics, and paper) are difficult to separate. The different materials of plastic cannot be separated when they are melted down for recycling.
Considering all these aspects the college has taken initiative to ban plastic under 'MLP Waste Awareness Campaign'.
Students collected 10320 MLP wrappers with the help of teachers, students and NSS volunteers and donated them to Safai Bank of India. 
The program raised awareness among students about how much plastic is hazardous to our health. This initiative will be taken a step further by increasing local awareness in the future. Local residents will be encouraged to participate. This can be achieved through street plays and awareness sessions.
